General Procedures:

1. Students are expected to be in the locker room on time, change into appropriate uniform and be at the attendance squad in five minutes.

2. Students are expected to be polite and cooperative towards the other students and staff.  They should maintain and use equipment in the proper way.
3. Each student will be issued a combo lock at the beginning of the year to use on their PE locker and will return it to PE staff at the end of the year.  There will be a $5 fee for any lost locks.  Locks not issued by the PE department will not be allowed to be used on the PE lockers. 

4. Students must remain in lockeroom until dismissed into the gym and also remain in the lockeroom until dismissed at the end of the hour.

Personal Belongings / Security & Safety:

All students will be issued a secure locker for their personal belongings while participating in the physical education program. 

· No cell phones are allowed in the locker room due to privacy issues.

· Jewelry that hangs should not be worn.

· No Food, Drink, Gum, or Candy allowed in class.

· Always check and recheck your lock and surrounding area before you exit.

· Do not bring valuables to the locker room.

· Never share a locker with anyone.

· Keep your combination confidential.

· Tall lockers may only be used during the swim unit.

Dressing Requirements:67
· All students are expected to wear athletic shorts, the red Chippewa PE shirt, and laced athletic shoes.  Any color sweatpants, wind pants or sweatshirts are allowed for outdoor activities.  Clothing worn to school may not be worn to PE.

· A student who chooses not dress for Physical Education will be regarded as a No Dress.  A No Dress will result in a behavioral consequence. 3 No Dresses or 6 Half No Dresses will result in a session of detention (ALL).   
Grading:
· 80% for participation, Students are expected to be present and participate in all activities assigned to the class. Any class period missed during any unit MUST BE MADE UP. Students will complete an activity log, study guide or swimming session to make up the days they missed.
· 10% Skills tests

· 10% Written tests

Since grading in Physical Education class is based heavily on participation in our in-class activities, this year students will need to complete a PE ACTIVITY LOG for each PE class period missed and complete a UNIT STUDYGUIDE if missing 3 or more days of a unit.  Missed swimming unit days will be made up at MAKE-UP SWIM SESSIONS.
Reasons a student may need to make up points:

· Absence due to illness, vacation, appointments, etc

· Injury that does not allow student to fully participate

· Missed swim unit days

A student will not have to make up a missed class due to a school-related pull-out like music lessons or school field trips
