Scoring
· Points are only scored by the serving team after winning a rally
· A typical match is won by the first side to win 2 games – games are played to 11 points and you must win by 2

Serving
· Servers must call the server score, receiver score, and server number 1 or 2, if playing doubles
· Serves are underhand with contact below the waist
· Servers must serve behind the baseline with at least one foot touching the ground. Serves are without a bounce.
· Serves must land in the opposite crosscourt service court
· Serving faults
· Foot fault
· Missed serve attempt
· Touched serve
· Out-of-bounds serve
· Serving order violation
· Serving order
· Singles: Serve on the right when score is even, left when score is odd
· Doubles
· The first team serving loses 1 rally point before the other team serves. After that, each team member serves until they both lose a rally.
· First service of a side-out is always from the right-hand court; the players switch back and forth with each point gained in the rally
Other Rules
· Non Volley Zone – area at the front of the net where volleying is not allowed; the ball must bounce before being hit in this area
· Lines are considered “in”
